3M connector until they are visible past the blue 
button.

7.	 Repeat steps 4–6 with the next 3M connector and set 
of wires until all four 3M connectors are in place.

3.	 Tighten the screws to hold the switch plate firmly 
in place.

4.	 Place both control switches in the OFF position.

5.	 See “Verification” on page 8 to test the switch 
assembly.

5.3	 Verification 
To test the switch assembly, do the following:

1.	 Connect the positive (+) 12 VDC terminal to the 
supply battery.

2.	 Connect the 120 VAC power to the RV.

8	 Electronic Control Switch in the ON Position

3.	 Place the electronic control switch in the ON 
position. (The electronic control switch has a 
lightning bolt above it.) 

4.	 Remove the heater element cover and use a 
multimeter to check the heater element terminals for 
voltage.

IIWhen the electronic control switch is turned to the 
ON position, the relay will close and pass 110 VAC 
to the element. 

–– If voltage is detected, continue with Step 5. 

–– If no voltage is detected, see “Troubleshooting” 
on page 9. After resolution, reset the 
electronic control sequence by turning the 
electronic control switch OFF and then back ON.

5.	 Place the electronic control switch in the OFF 
position.

6.	 Turn ON the gas supply.

7.	 Place the main gas switch inside the RV in the ON 
position.

8.	 Place the gas control switch on the switch assembly 
in the ON position. (The gas control switch has a 
flame above it.)

9.	 Verify the burner has lit.

IIWhen the gas control switch at the switch assembly 
is turned to the ON position, the water heater will 
make three attempts to light. If for any reason there 
is no ignition, the water heater will lock out and 
the red lockout lamp, located inside the RV, will 
illuminate.

–– If the ignition lights, continue with Step 10.
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–– If the ignition does not light, see 
“Troubleshooting” on page 9. After 
resolution, reset the gas control sequence by 
turning both the main gas switch inside the RV 
and the gas control switch on the switch assembly 
OFF and then back ON.

10.	After verification completion:  

–– Place the gas control switch in the OFF position.

–– Shut off the gas supply.

–– Disconnect the 120 VAC power from the RV.

–– Disconnect the positive (+) 12 VDC terminal from 
the supply battery.
