Your television is designed to provide error free

closed captions from high quality antenna, cable and

VCR signals. Conversely, poor quality signals are

likely to result in caption errors or no captions at all.

Common signal conditions which may cause captions

errors are listed below:

¢ Automobile ignition noise

e Electric motor brush noise

e Weak snowy reception on TV screen

e Multiplex signal reception displaying picture
ghosts or airplane flutter.

e Playback of poorly recorded or worn VCR tapes.
