BR-Script is an original Brother page description language and a PostScript® language emulation

The Status Monitor utility is a configurable software tool for monitoring the status of one or more devices, 
allowing you to get immediate notification of error messages such as paper empty or paper jam.

Reduce Noise 3

You can improve and enhance the quality of your scanned images with this selection. The Reduce Noise 
setting is available when using 24bit Color and scan resolutions of 300  300 dpi, 400  400 dpi or 600  
600 dpi.

Brightness 3

Adjust the setting (-50 to 50) to get the best image. The default value is 0, representing an average.

Scan to Network 13

When you choose Scan to Network, you can scan documents directly to a shared folder on a CIFS server 
located on your local network or the internet. (For more information about CIFS servers, see the Network 
User's Guide.) The Scan to Network feature supports Kerberos and NTLMv2 authentication.

The details required to use Scan to Network can be entered by using Web Based Management to 
pre-configure and store the details in a Scan to Network profile. The Scan to Network profile stores user 
information and configuration settings for use on a network, or the internet.
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Note
• Scan to Network is available when Scan to Network profiles are configured by using Web Based 

Management.

THE DATE, TIME AND TIME ZONE CORRECTLY FOR AUTHENTICATION. FOR MORE

To use Web Based Management, type http://xxx.xxx.xxx.xxx (where xxx.xxx.xxx.xxx is the IP 
address of your machine) into your browser, and then you can configure or change the settings in 
FTP/Network Scan Profile in Administrator Settings. You can configure up to ten Scan to Network profiles 
and you can choose what profile numbers (1 to 10) to use for Scan to Network settings in FTP/Network Scan 
Settings.

In addition to the seven preset file names you can store two user defined file names that can be used for 
creating an Scan to Network profile.

Choose FTP/Network Scan Settings in Web Based Management. In Create a User Defined File Name, 
enter a file name in one of the two user defined fields and click Submit. A maximum of 64 characters can be 
entered in each of the user defined name fields.

Using certain characters or symbols in a file name may cause a problem accessing the file. We 
recommend to only use combinations of the following characters in a file name.

g Choose the scan quality from the drop-down list. You can choose Color 100, Color 200, Color 300, 
Color 600, B&W 200, B&W 200x100, Gray 100, Gray 200, Gray 300 or User Select.
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h Choose the file type for the document from the drop-down list. You can choose PDF, PDF/A, 
Secure PDF, Signed PDF, XPS, JPEG or User Select for color or gray scale documents and PDF, 
PDF/A, Secure PDF, Signed PDF, TIFF or User Select for B/W document.

You can set your own default setting for the file size. For a higher quality scan, choose the large file size. For 
a smaller file size, choose the small file size.

a Press Menu, 1, 8, 2.

b Press a or b to choose 1.Color or 2.Gray. Press OK.

c Press a or b to choose Small, Middle or Large. Press OK.

d Press Stop/Exit.

Note
You cannot choose the file size when you scan a document in black and white. Black and white documents 
will be stored in the TIFF file format and the data will not be compressed.
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
