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Using your Extractor

For best performance, you should switch on the extractor 15 minutes before starting t
approximately 15 minutes after the end of cooking.

A - Light switch
B - Power indicator light
C - Power switch
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To switch the extractor light on or off
*  Slide the light switch to position A1 for off, or A2 for on.

To switch on the extractor, or change the motor speed
*  Slide the power switch to the position required dependent on the speed you require.

To switch the extractor off
*  Slide the power switch to position C1 for off.
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Care and Maintenance

IMPORTANT: DO NOT PERFORM MAINTENANCE
OR CLEANING OF THE EXTRACTOR WITHOUT FIRST
SWITCHING OFF THE ELECTRICITY SUPPLY.

Cleaning

You should use a non-abrasive cleaner. Any abrasive cleaner
(including Cif) will scratch the surface and could erase the
control panel markings.

You can clean you extractor effectively by simply using a
dilute solution of water and mild detergent and drying to a

shine with a clean cloth, for example the CDA E-Cloth. Fig-2
Cleaning the grease filter

The grease filters should be kept clean to minimise the risk
of fire.

At least once a month you should remove and clean the
grease filters with hot soapy water. You can also wash the
grease filters in a dishwasher, ensuring that you place it in an
upright position to prevent damage from other items in the
dishwasher. After rinsing and drying, replace the filters.

To remove the grease filters, pull open the handle on the
grease filter. It will release at the handle side. Then lower the
grease filter to remove it completely. To replace the grease
filter, repeat the steps in reverse.

Please note:

Cleaning the grease filters in the dishwasher may lead to
discolouration. This is normal and does not constitute a fault
with the appliance.

Changing the charcoal filter (re-circulating only)

To ensure best performance of your extractor, you should
replace the charcoal filters every four to six months,
depending on use.

To attach a new charcoal filter, first remove the grease filters
as described above. Then offer up the charcoal filter to the
side of the motor as shown in figure 2 and turn it clockwise
until it locks into place. Repeat with the other charcoal filter
on the other side of the motor. Then replace the grease
filters and cover panels.
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Changing the Light
IMPORTANT: DO NOT PERFORM MAINTENANCE OR CLEANING OF THE EXTRA!
SWITCHING OFF THE ELECTRICITY SUPPLY.

DO NOT CHANGE THE LIGHT BULB IMMEDIATELY AFTER USE AS THE BULB WILL
COOL BEFORE REMOVING IT.

1. Remove the grease filters as described above.

2. Remove the faulty light bulb and replace with a light bulb no more powerful than t
rating plate.

3. Replace the grease filters.

Do not touch bulbs or adjacent areas during or straight after prolonged use of the lights.

The light is designed for use during cooking and not for general room illumination. Exten
reduce the lifespan of the bulb.

Bulb replacement is not covered by the guarantee.

Only use bulbs recommended for your extractor. Do not fit bulbs of a higher power rating.
rating may be adequate for use, generally last longer, and use less energy.

Spare bulbs are available from CDA Customer Care or from your local DIY shop.

Mounting Your Extractor:
When the extractor is to be installed above an electric hob,
the minimum distance between the hob and extractor must

exceed 600mm (650mm is recommended)

When the extractor is to be mounted above a gas hob, the
minimum distance between the hob and the extractor must
exceed 700mm (750mm is recommended) Electric: 650mm recommended
Gas: 750mm recommended

If the instructions provided with your hob state that the
required distance between the hob and extractor must be
greater than 700mm, then that distance should be observed;

this is a legal requirement and may lead to your hob being v

disconnected from the gas supply and the installation being
reported to RIDDOR (The height should be measured from Fig. 3
the top of the burners.

The width of any hob must not be greater than the width of
the extractor installed above it.

Ducting and Ventilation

For best performance and lowest noise output, we
recommend the use of 120mm ducting. You can also use
100mm ducting but this will reduce performance.
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Installation

To fix your extractor to the ceiling, proceed as follows

1. Mark the fixing positions of the wall plugs that will be
used to secure your extractor to the ceiling, as shown in
fig. 4

2. Drill 4 holes and insert the wallplugs, ensuring that they
are suitable for use with your ceiling. If the extractor is to
be fixed directly to ceiling joists then wall plugs may not
be required.

3. Fit the vent adaptor (G) to the body of the extractor,
using the 2 self-tapping screws.

4. Calculate the height of the chimney section as follows

Length of support section = Ceiling height — (285 + H + Hob
height above floor)

H= 600 min for electric hobs (650mm recommended)
H=700mm minimum for gas hobs (750mm recommended)

5. Fix the 2 support sections(A) at the required length using
4 self-tapping screws. Note that if the exact height
cannot be set, use the frame position corresponding to
the next highest one.

6. Fix the support sections to the main motor body using 4
machine screws.

7. Slide the two decorative sections over the frame sections.

8. If your extractor is to be used as a recirculation device, fit -
the deflector panel (I) onto the top of the frame section, P e
as shown. H H

9. With assistance, mount the entire assembly to the ceiling “e‘yg‘

using appropriate fixing screws. Once this operation

has been completed, the extractor is fully supported by
the ceiling fixings.

10. Mount the top chimney section (D) to the top of the
frame section using 2 screws (E)

. If using the extractor to extract air outside, connect the
duct pipe to the vent adaptor (G), ensuring a good seal
to prevent air escaping. (The lower decorative section

(B) can be raised and tape to allow access to the outlet
